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Reads consistently at an appropriate rate and conversational pace.  14            

Content Domain 1A: ability to draw on knowledge of vocabulary to understand texts 

Explain which words a writer has used to describe a character, setting or mood. 15            

Talk about a range of texts and give my opinion about what I have read. 16            

Identify story-telling language 17            

Identify and comment on vocabulary in stories and poems e.g. alliteration, repetition. 18            

Self-correct, looking forwards and backwards in the text to secure meaning. 19            

In a book they can already read fluently check that it makes sense, correcting any inaccurate reading 20

Content Domain 1B: ability to identify / explain key aspects of fiction and non-fiction texts, such as characters, events, titles and information 

Explain the main differences between fiction and non-fiction and describe how each text-type is organised. 22            

Find information using non-fiction texts explaining how the organisation helps me. 23            

Compare and contrast different information books, saying what is the same and what is different. 24            

Compare stories, noting similarities and differences, and identify common themes e.g., the repetition of 
three in traditional tales. 

25            

Recognise that some texts will contain specific words or phrases. 26            

Find specific information in simple texts and record answers.  27            

In a book they are reading independently, make links between the book they are reading and other 
books they have read e.g. noting similarities/differences and explaining the plot, characters and setting.

Retell stories, such as traditional tales, giving the main points clearly in sequence with appropriate detail. 29            

Use numbers to sequence a series of events within a text. 30

have read.
