 re-reading to clarify meaning and pronunciation  

 considering the context of the sentence

context.

Use the wider context of the sentence and paragraph to construct the meaning of unfamiliar words.  7            

Discuss and explain examples of language which capture the reader’s interest. 8            

Use a dictionary to check the meaning of unfamiliar words. 9            

Locate specific information to answer questions, making efficient use of text features. 10            

Locate information using skimming, scanning and text marking. 11            

Justify my responses to what I have read by referring to the text. 12            

Accurately retrieve key details to answer ‘how’ or why’ questions; use pertinent quotations to justify 
thoughts

Infer meaning using evidence from action, dialogue and description. 18            

Deduce what characters are like and why they react as they do. 19            

Explain deductions and inferences using evidence from the text (e.g. I know this because, in the text 
it says…)

Content Domain 2E: ability to predict what might happen from details stated and implied 

I can refer to details in the text to support my predictions about characters and events. 22            

I can use details which are implied in the text to make predictions. 23            

Content Domain 2F: ability to identify / explain how information / narrative content is related and contributes to meaning as a whole 

Explain how the organisation or order of events adds to the effectiveness of a narrative text. 24            

Identify the organisational features of some non-fiction texts e.g. explanation, persuasion. 25            

Interpret information presented as a table or labelled diagram. 26            

Recognise some different forms of poetry, using performance to develop my understanding of the 
meaning. 

27            

Content Domain 2G: ability to identify / explain how meaning is enhanced through choice of words and phrases 

Identify when the writer sometimes uses short, punchy sentences to gain effect. 28            

Comment on how the language in texts varies depending on the audience and purpose e.g. a diary 
written in the first person, the greeting to begin a letter. 

29            

Comment on the effectiveness of the author’s choice of language to create moods, build tension and 
add impact, including some use of figurative language. 

30            

Explain the way the writer may use certain language to help get a point across and quote phrases 
to support my explanation. 

31            

Content Domain 2H: ability to make comparisons within the text 

Identify themes or conventions of different text types and talk about how an author may have 
played with these to add impact. 

32            

Identify the theme of a text and explain to others, building on their opinions and views, how the 

author’s viewpoint was communicated to the reader. 

33            

Explain why a writer has organised the information within a text in different ways e.g., the use of 
numbering, headings.
